Installation

Read all the instructons carefully before installing this kit
on your motorcycle. Use your Harley-Davidson manual as
a reference while installing this kit.

Support and lift the motorcycle securely so the front wheel
is off the ground. The balance point is toward the front of
the engine.

Per the instructions in an authorized shop manual remove
the forks from the motoreycle. This will entail removing
the wheel, fender, and possibly several other items
depending on the model - again, refer to an authorized
shop manual for the removal of these components.

If vour bike is currently equipped with any type of fork
lowering kit, such as a standard Progressive Suspension
lowering kit or other, You MUST remove that kit before
installing this Drop-In Kit. The Drop-In fork kit is
designed to work ONLY with the Stock fork rebound or
top out springs. Figures 1 & 2

Clamping the fork near where the lower triple-clamp would
be — using “soft-jaws” and being careful not to seratch or
damage the fork tube — carefully remove the fork cap.
